Director Report Canyonlands Field (CNY) 02-05-2018

1. Airport is closed to all traffic, except helicopters.

2. Construction is underway on runway and taxiway, terminal, fuel farm, and
two private hangars.

3. Out of office for much of December to avoid losing significant vacation
time.

4. Established power right of ways for terminal project.
5. Received FAA approval (via 7460-1) for crosswind runway.

6. Presented an updated report to Council on development of crosswind
runway.

7. Work with TSA on development of Airport Security Program.

8. TSA has begun interviews, job posting is still active on USAJobs.gov (looking
for 8-10 employees for permanent Federal positions).

9. Working extensively with SkyWest on development of terminal for flight
operations. SkyWest has just posted jobs on skywest.com for agents (full
and part time positions will be based at CNY).

10.Multiple meetings on terminal construction and runway construction with
the respective construction companies and design groups.

11.Working with Nielson’s Construction about monitoring water well and
usage; a deal was negotiated to exchange water for construction of
crosswind runway.

12.Multiple meetings with the State to try and develop additional funding for
future infrastructure projects.

13.Safety: The construction projects have multiple pieces of heavy equipment,
ditches, and employees. Significant efforts to ensuring safety and security
requirements are being met. We still have aircraft call in for landing; we
inform them via radio that the airport is closed.

a. Current by-laws require nomination and selection of airport board Chair and Vice-
Chair position every 2 years.

a. During the January meeting, a future consideration was requested to form an
artwork group/committee to determine how the terminal will display and rotate art
displays within the terminal.

b. In 2007, the Board and the Council determined to dedicate the terminal to Bob
Dala, but no actions were taken.

6. Determination of ground lease rent during closure.
a. Tabled from November 2017 board meeting until it was determined if crosswind
runway was approved by FAA. Approval for construction was received in the 2"
half of January 2018.
b. Discussion during December 2017 meeting suggested waiving 4 months of ground
lease payment as a good faith measure towards tenants and no charges for leases
displaced by terminal construction.

Discussion Items

1. Update of Construction at Airport

a. Runway:

Work being performed by Nielson’s Construction/Staker
Parsons/Old Castle. Work is widening and strengthening the
runway, and adding 260’ of runway and taxiway to be available for
use in the future when additional requirements are met.

Project is scheduled for completion on April 30"; the project is
currently several days ahead of schedule.

b. Terminal:

Work being performed by MGM construction. Existing terminal (4200
sq. ft.) is being remodeled, and expanded to a total area of 9500 sq.
ft. Work is scheduled to be completed the first week of April; the
project is currently about 10 days behind schedule. There have been
several unexpected issues that have arisen dealing with the
remodel, and several requested changes to meet the needs of future
tenants. We also have several additional costs that have, and will,
arise for the building (eg. signage, seating, door locks, parking lots,
TVs, wi-fi, etc.).

c. Crosswind Runway:

It has been the plan of the airport to develop a crosswind runway for
more than a decade. We have been working to get the development
of the runway approved by the FAA, and received final approval in
the 2" half of January 2018. We are now working on scheduling the
construction of the dirt runway.

d. Drainage Plan:

A drainage plan was adopted by the Council for the Airport in 2017.
While significant development had occurred over the last 20 years,
no plan had been in place. With the plan now established, new
construction will be responsible to include adding infrastructure into
the airport for drainage (there have never been impact fees for
building on the airport). However, the County is responsible to build
a portion of drainage system around buildings already approved and
built. We hope to submit this project to bid in the coming days. This
is an estimated $100,000+ project.



e. Taxiway Rehabilitation:

f.

We have been approved for $307,000 in grants to do pavement
maintenance for our parallel taxiway. This will include a 10% County
match. This work would occur during the spring of 2018.

Apron/Ramp Upgrade:

We are pursuing additional funds to install concrete hardstands at
two locations on our existing apron. Larger aircraft (commuter jet and
private/charter jets) are too heavy to be supported by our asphalt
apron. If funding is acquired, we would do this $1M project prior to
opening in May of 2018. Beyond the hardstands, we are also
pursuing the possibility to add new areas to the apron to increase
the number of aircraft parking spaces; the best case scenario for
such work would be the fall of 2018.

g. Private Development:

There is currently a 65,000 gal fuel storage farm, a 10,000 sq. ft.
hangar, and an 8,000 sq. ft. hangar being constructed on the airport
(the largest existing hangar currently on the airport is 8,000 sq. ft.).
These will be completed in the coming months. We also have leases
established for three additional hangars that are in various stages of
design.
