The proposed 
project will accommodate wage earners as low as 35% of AMI, in other 
words the project will feature various unit types and price ranges as low as 
$450 per month. 100% of the units will be deed restricted and priced to 
serve the majority of wage earners within Grand County.

Hereinafter referred to as GRANTEE, the receipt of which is hereby acknowledged, the GRANTOR does hereby
grant, bargain, sell, transfer, and convey unto the GRANTEE, its successors and assigns, a construction
easement and a perpetual utility easement as hereinafter described over, across, under and through land of
the GRANTOR, described as follows:

I move to approve allocation of $100,000 from general savings to expand 
and upgrade the parking infrastructure at Canyonlands Field Airport, and 
authorize the Chair to sign associated documents. 
 
BACKGROUND:  
A great advantage that Grand County and Moab have in its airport is that the 
airport is more than 15 miles from town; most airports throughout the country 
are in the middle of urban areas. A reality of this separation is that everyone 
using the airport has to drive to the airport, or get picked up by a vehicle.  
 
Using vehicle registration over the last 2 years, it was determined that 30% of 
airline travelers drove a car to the airport and parked for an average of 6.2 (7) 
days. If only 20% of the 100 daily seats leave a car with our new air service, 
this translates to 140 parking spaces needed for airline passengers on a daily 
basis. We are actively trying to get additional destinations (eg. SLC, SFO, 
LAS), and this will increase needed parking. 
 
Also on average, about 200 people visit the airport daily for the CNY-based 
adventures (airplane, helicopter, skydiving, ballooning), needing about 20-30 
spaces at any given time. There is also a need for parking of rental cars 
constantly turning for commercial and private flights. 
 
We also have over 200 active gate codes that we monitor for people that 
access the airside of the airport. These include over 45 private aircraft based 
at the airport, and the staff of the many businesses based at the airport.  
 
We estimate that we need at least 350 parking spaces in the short-medium 
timeframe; we have 139. As a reference, there are approximately 300 spaces 
at Grand County High School. 
 
These funds will be used to increase ADA spaces, smooth out the large area 
to the south of the entrance road for parking, install solar powered LED 
parking lot lights, and purchase self-paying kiosk(s) for collecting parking    
 
Estimates: $75,000 for road base/gravel/earthwork, $15,000 for 15 solar 
parking lights, $10,000 for self-serve pay kiosk.  
 
Estimated revenue: 140 spaces x $3/night x 365 days = $153,300 annually.

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BYLAWS 

 

Article I. Name 

The name of this organization shall be Grand County Budget Advisory Board, herein after 
referred to as the Board, which is duty constituted by virtue of Ordinance No. 572 adopted by 
the Grand County Council, State of Utah, and dated February 6, 2018. 
 

Article II. Object 
 

The purpose of this organization shall be to advise the Grand County Council on matters 
pertaining to fiscal policies and procedures, and assisting the Grand County Council in fulfilling 
the statutory responsibilities contained in the Uniform Fiscal Procedures Act for Counties, Utah 
Code Ann. § 17-36-1 et seq., and as amended.   
 

Article III. Members 
 

Section 1. Board Organization. The Board shall consist of seven members: 
• The County’s Auditor shall be a permanent member of the Board; 
• The Board shall contain one additional County Elected Official who is not a Council 

member and not the Grand County Attorney; 
• The Board shall contain two County Council members; 
• The Board shall contain one non-elected County Department Head; 
• The balance of the Board shall be comprised of the designated Grand County Budget 

Officer (if not one of the persons listed above) and any other registered Grand County 
voter(s) with a demonstrated interest in, or professional knowledge of budgeting and 
finance.  

 
Section 2. Board Member Appointments. The members of the Board, except the County Auditor 
and the designated Budget Officer, are appointed by the Council at the beginning of each 
calendar year to serve a term of two (2) years. Initial Board members, however, will be 
appointed to serve a term from April 2018 through either December 31, 2018 (approximately 9 
months) or through December 31, 2019 (approximately 21 months), as determined by the 
County Council. Beginning in January 2020, and each January thereafter, appointment of Board 
members other than permanent positions shall be made by the County Council to serve a term 
of two years, and may serve up to two consecutive terms if re-appointed by the County Council; 
the initial partial year will be counted as if it were a full year. Terms for each Board member are 
determined by the County Council and should be staggered so that approximately half of the 
terms are completed each year. Board members, except the County Auditor and designated 
Budget Officer, whom are permanent members, may serve up to two consecutive two-year 
terms.  
 
Section 3. Board Recommendations. In January of the year following expiring terms, the Grand 
County Council will appoint the person(s) to fill vacancies from qualified applicants 
recommended by the Board. 
 
Section 4.  Board Vacancies. Vacancies occurring by reason of death, resignation or other 
cause shall be filled to the date of expiration of the unexpired term by appointment of another 
person by the County Council.  
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Section 5.  Removal of Members. The Grand County Council may remove any member of the 
Board at any time and without cause.  
 

Article IV.  Officers 
 

Officers elected by the Board shall be elected at the first meeting of every year and serve a 
term of one year or until a successor is elected from the Board. In the initial partial year, 
however, all officer terms shall expire December 31, 2018. The officers shall consist of the 
following positions with their associated duties: 
 
Section 1. Chairperson: The Board shall elect from its members a Chairperson who shall be 
the presiding officer of the Board. The Chairperson shall be an Elected Official of the County, 
or the designated Budget Officer. The Chairperson shall be responsible to call meetings, set 
the agenda, and conduct the meetings. 
 
Section 2. Vice Chairperson: The Board shall elect from its members a Vice Chairperson who 
shall fulfill the responsibilities in the absence of the Chairperson. The Vice Chairperson shall be 
an Elected Official of the County, the designated Budget Officer, or a County Employee. 
 
Section 3. Secretary: The Board shall appoint a Secretary to keep all minutes of the meetings 
and send copies to all Board members. The Secretary shall assist the Chairperson or Vice 
Chairperson in preparing an agenda for the meetings, post notices and approved minutes of all 
Board Meetings and keep records to help the Board perform its function. Once the Board has 
approved the minutes, the official signed copy of the minutes shall be forwarded to the County 
Clerk/Auditor for retention. Administrative duties of the Secretary may be delegated to the 
County Council Administrator or a member of their staff. 

 
Article V.  Meetings 

 
Section 1. Quorum. Four of the seven voting members of the Board shall constitute a quorum. 
 
Section 2. Regular Meetings. The Board shall hold regular meetings, the date and time of which 
will be advertised at the beginning of each year within the County and noticed to the local 
newspaper of record. In the initial year, meetings will be advertised and held each Wednesday, 
beginning April 4, 2018, at 8:30 a.m. in the County Council Chambers at 125 East Center 
Street, Moab, Utah, subject to change with advance notice. Meetings shall be in compliance 
with the Open and Public Meetings Act, Utah Code Ann. § 52-4-101 et seq., and as amended. 
 
Section 3.  Electronic Meetings. One or more Board members may participate in public 
meetings by means of electronic communication in accordance with Grand County Resolution 
#2944, or its successor and Utah Code Ann. § 52-4-207 et seq., and as amended. Any form of 
telecommunication may be used, as long as it allows for real-time interaction in the way of 
discussions, questions and answers, and voting.  
 
For the Grand County Budget Advisory Board, a quorum must be present at the anchor location 
for a meeting to take place. Anchor location is defined as a Grand County meeting location such 
as the Grand County Courthouse, Grand Center, Library, or any other physical location where a 
public meeting is held and from which the electronic meeting originates, or from which the 
participant(s) is/are connected. 

 
Section 4. Special Meetings and Emergency Meetings. Special meetings and emergency 
meetings may be called by the Chairperson and shall be in compliance with the Open and 
Public Meetings Act, Utah Code Ann. § 52-4-101 et seq., and as amended. 
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Section 5. Sub-committees. Sub-committees may be informally formed during any public 
meeting and will exist until the sub-committee’s purpose has been met or the sub-committee is 
otherwise deemed no longer necessary. 
 
Section 6. Mandatory Sub-committee. If the Board is reviewing the internal control 
environment of a Department or Elected Office of one of the Board members, a separate sub-
committee shall be formed consisting of at least five of the other Board members to conduct the 
review. The Board member whose Office or Department is being reviewed shall recuse 
themselves from any votes regarding the review or recommendations stemming from it. 
 
Section 7. Parliamentary Authority. The Board shall use Robert’s Rules of Order in conducting 
business at its meetings with the following exception: When making amendments to budget line 
items, consensus among Board members in attendance is acceptable instead of a motion and 
vote; in instances in which consensus cannot be met, a motion and vote will be required per 
Robert’s Rules of Order. Consensus is defined as “majority of opinion” or “general agreement.” 

Article VI.  Order of Business 

Board matters shall be considered, as far as practicable, in the following order: 

 Call to Order 
 Approval of Minutes 
 Action Items 
 Discussion Items 
 Future Considerations 
 Closed Session(s) if necessary 
 Adjournment 

Article VII.  Amendment of Bylaws 

The Board shall adopt and amend Bylaws for the conduct of their meetings and the 
management of the Board, as they deem proper, but not inconsistent with Grand County 
Ordinances and the laws of the State of Utah.  Proposed Bylaws shall be adopted in 
accordance with Grand County Ordinance No. 472 (Chapter 2.18 of the codified Grand County 
Ordinances) or its successor if amended or repealed.

This letter is proposing a Request for Speed Limit Change The Grand County Council 
proposes to amend the current speed limit of traffic for a one-mile stretch of U279. This one-
mile stretch, between mile markers 9 & 10, is commonly referred to as Wall Street, a popular 
rock climbing area with more than 120 rock climbs and numerous petroglyph panels. Part of 
Utah’s Scenic Byway system, the Potash-Lower Colorado Scenic Byway, is a popular route to 
many recreational destinations west of Moab. Additionally, this road is favored by non-
motorized road cyclists who enjoy the riverside views and the continuously flat road, a rarity 
in Grand County. 

 
The density of climbers and sightseers that congregate on this mile-long stretch can pose a 
unique and serious safety challenge to motorists driving the current speed limit of 55 mph. 
Climbers park and climb from small pull-outs, meaning they are often very close to or on the 
actual roadway. Other motorists intrigued by the climbers will slow down and stop on the 
roadway ignorant to other motorists who are expecting to maintain their speed of travel at the 
legal limit. Spectators of all types are also found walking on the roadway. Additionally, other 
motorists are intrigued by the petroglyph panels and will stop in the roadway or will slow way 
down while trying to find a parking place in the pull-outs. They will often walk onto the 
roadway trying to view and photograph the writings, further creating possible problems with 
other motorists in the same vicinity. Concurrently, this road is used by semi-trailers to 
transport salt & potash from the Intrepid Potash mine. Many of those truck drivers recognize 
the potential hazard of this stretch of road and reduce their speeds voluntarily. At various times 
this area can be extremely populated with many types of users. 
 
Currently there is a yellow advisory speed limit sign of 35 mph on both sides of the one-
mile stretch between mile-markers 9 & 10. The west end sign has been vandalized and no 
longer shows the recommended speed limit. 
 

It is our hope that by reducing the speed limit in an area so heavily congested with both 
motorized and pedestrian traffic that it will reduce the possibility of accidental injury to all the 
many diverse users of this spectacular Scenic Byway.

1. Brief description of the proposed Contractchange(s) and location(s). 

1) Cut and remove approximately 3 feet (width) of existing runway pavement, that was 
intended to be preserved as base, along approximately 3AOO linear feet of the north 
edge of Runway 3/21. 

2) Excavate to a depth of approximately 18 inches to remove unstable subgrade. 
3) Place woven stabilization/separation fabric on the bottom and sides of the trench to 

help with the stabilization of the backfill material. 
4) Place and compact asphalt millings in the trench and above/within the fabric. The 

millings are available on site from milling completed on this project. 

2. Reason(s) for the change(s). (Continue on reverse if necessary.) 

The subgrade along the north edge of approximately 3,400 linear feet of Runway 3/21 is unstable 
and has started to pump under the loads developed by the compaction of the subbase material that 
is being placed adjacent to the existing runway as part of the widening efforts. The pumping action 
has heaved the existing pavementt which was intended to be preserved and overlaid. To avoid 
exacerbating the problem, the area needs to be excavated and addressed. 

The reason asphalt millings are being used as base material to stabilize the area and restore the 
runway pavement base is that the current base course under the runway is a cold mix/placed 
asphalt material and this existing material behaves very similar to asphalt millings. It is intended to 
keep the pavement section as homogenous as possible and avoid irregularities in the pavement 
section that may lead to long term isolated pavement performance issues. Subbase material could 
have been used, but the characteristics of the P-154 material would lead to difficulties achieving 
compaction without further damaging the existing pavement due to the high amount of effort 
needed to compact the material to maximum density. Stabilization fabric (GEOTEX 3x3UF) will be 
used to aide In the stablllzatlon of the subgrade material and reduce the potential for further 
subgrade heaving. 

3. Justifications for Unit Prices or Total Cost. 

The Contractor has provided a cost proposal for this work which totals $45,275.58. This work Is very 
time aitical and any further delay caused by this issue could begin to impact the abflity to reopen the 
runway by May 1. Based on the scope of the work to be done, and the urgency in which it is to be 
completed, this price seems to be reasonable.

ARTICLE 1 

BALLOTMANAGEMENT SERVICES 

1.1 Ballot Printing and AbsenteeNote by Mail Services. Subject to the terms and 
conditions of this Agreement, ES&S shall provide the Customer with the selected ballot printing and 
absentee/vote by mail services (11Ballot Services") for all Customer elections occurring during the Term of 
the Agreement. The specific Services provided by ES&S and each party's obligations with respect to 
such services are set forth in the attached exhibits. 

1.2 Ballot Printing and AbsenteeNote by Mail Services Fees. In consideration for ES&S 
providing the selected Ballot Services, Customer shall pay ES&S the fees set forth in Exhibits A-8 for 
each election in which ES&S provides the Ballot Services during the Term of the Agreement. ES&S 
reserves the right to adjust the Ballot Mailing Services Fees annually during the term of the Agreement in 
the event ES&S experiences unforeseen increases in the cost of ballot paper, envelopes and/or ballot 
printer consumables. ES&S shall notify Customer, in writing, of such price increase by providing 
Customer with ninety (90) days advanced written notice. 

1.3 Standards. ES&S shall perfonn the Ballot Services in a prompt, efficient and workerlike 
manner, according to industry standards and the timelines agreed upon between ES&S and the 
Customer. The Customer acknowledges and agrees that the performances by ES&S of the Ballot 
Services are contingent upon the Customer providing ES&S with accurate and timely information. The 
Customer further acknowledges and agrees that ES&S shall not be liable for any delays or inaccuracies 
which are directly or indirectly related to the acts, errors or omissions by the Customer. Each party shall 
comply with all applicable federal and state laws, regulations, rules and ordinances in performing their 
respective obligations hereunder. 

1.4 Disclaimer of Warranties. ES&S EXPRESSLY DISCLAIMS ALL WARRANTIES, 
WHETHER EXPRESS OR IMPLIED, WHICH ARE NOT SPECIFICALLY SET FORTH IN THIS 
AGREEMENT, INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO, ANY IMPLIED WARRANTIES OF 
MERCHANTABILITY OR FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE. 

ARTICLE2 
MICELLANEOUS 

2.1 Term; Termination. This Agreement shall be effective for a Three (3) Year Period 
beginning on the Effective Date {the ulnitial Tenn"). The Initial Term shall automatically renew for an 
unlimited number of successive one year period unless otherwise agreed to, in writing, by the parties 
(each a uRenewal Period"). The Initial Term and all Renewal Periods shall be collectively referred to 
herein as the "Tenn". The Term shall continue until this Agreement is terminated by the first to occur of 
the following (i) either party's election to terminate it upon the expiration of the Initial Term or any 
Renewal Period thereof, written notice of such election shall be given to the other party at least sixty (60) 
calendar days prior to the expiration of the Initial Term or any Renewal Period; (ii) the date which is thirty 
(30) days after either party notifies the other that it has materially breached this Agreement, if the 
breaching party fails to cure such breach (except a breach as provided in (iii) below which will require no 
notice); (iii) Customer's failure to make any payment due hereunder within thirty (30) days after it is due or 
(iv) in the event that funds are not appropriated or otherwise made available to support the continuation of 
perfonnance by Customer hereunder in any fiscal period; provided that this subsection 2.1 (iv) shall not be 
construed so as to pennit Customer to terminate this Agreement in order to acquire Ballot Services from a 
third party. In the event of early termination by ES&S due to (a) a breach of this Agreement by Customer, 
(b) Customer's failure to pay any amounts owed under this Agreement or (c) the failure of Customer to 
appropriate funds to make the payments due under this Agreement, Customer shall pay ES&S for all 
services performed and fees earned up through the date of termination.

2.2 Limitation Of Liability. Neither party shall be liable for any indirect, incidental, punitive, 
exemplary, special or consequential damages of any kind whatsoever arising out of or relating to this 
Agreement. Neither party shall be liable for the other party's negligent or willful misconduct. ES&S' total 
liability to Customer arising out of or relating to this Agreement shall not exceed the aggregate amount 
actually paid to ES&S hereunder. Any action by Customer against ES&S must be c;ommenced within one 
(1) year after the cause of action has accrued. By entering into this Agreement, Customer agrees to 
accept responsibility for (a) the selection of the ES&S Ballot Services to achieve Customers intended 
results; (b) the selection of, use of and results obtained from any equipment, software or services not 
provided by ES&S; or (c) Customer errors, included errors in Customer data provided to ES&S, user 
errors, voter errors or problems encountered by any individual in the election process that are not 
otherwise a result of the failure of ES&S to perform its obligations under this Agreement. 

2.3 Taxes; Interest. Customer shall provide ES&S with proof of its tax-exempt status. If 
Customer does not provide such proof, it shall pay, or shall reimburse ES&S for, all sales and use, excise 
or other similar taxes imposed on the transactions contemplated by this Agreement; provided, however, 
Customer shall in no event be liable for taxes imposed on or measured by ES&S' income. If Customer 
disputes the applicability of any tax to be paid pursuant to this Section 2.3, it shall pay the tax and may 
thereafter seek a refund. Any disputed or undisputed payment not paid by Customer to ES&S when due 
shall bear interest from the due date at a rate equal to the lesser of one and one-half percent (1.5%) per 
month or the maximum amount permitted by applicable law for each month or portion thereof during 
which it remains unpaid.

Except for obligations to make payments hereunder, if 
either party is delayed or prevented from performing its obligations under this Agreement as a result of 
any cause beyond its reasonable control, including acts of God, fire, riots, acts of war, terrorism or 
insurrection, labor disputes, transportation delays, governmental regulations and utility or communication 
interruptions, the delay shall be excused during the continuance of, and to the extent of, such cause, and 
the period of performance shall be extended to the extent necessary to allow performance after the cause 
of delay has been removed. ES&S agrees to work with Customer, at Customer's request, to develop 
mutually agreeable alternatives in order to minimize the negative impact of any such delay.

In the 
event of any conflict between a provision contained in an Exhibit to this Agreement and these General 
Terms, the provision contained In the Exhibit shall control. No waiver, amendment or modification of any 
provision of this Agreement shall be effective unless in writing and signed by the party against whom such 
waiver, amendment or modification is sought to be enforced. No consent by either party to, or waiver of, 
a breach by either party shall constitute a consent to or waiver of any other different or subsequent 
breach by either party. This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws 
of the State in which the Customer resides, without regard to its conflicts of laws principles. The parties 
agree that venue for any dispute or cause of action arising out of or related to this Agreement shall be in 
the state and federal courts of the United States located in the State in which the Customer resides.

To Whom It May Concern:  
 
Grand County Council fully supports the application of Grand County Trail Mix Committee for a 
Recreation Trails Program Grant. 
 
Moab has succeeded in becoming a hub for outdoor recreation, attracting hikers, mountain 
bikers, rock climbers, and equestrians from around the world. The world-class trail network is an 
essential part our tourism economy. This grant would enable Trail Mix to continue to improve 
and care for these trails to maintain the high-quality recreation experience that visitors and 
locals alike have come to expect. 
 
Since 2016, Trail Mix has been working on a county-wide trail maintenance overhaul, funded 
largely by two previous RTP grants. These grants have allowed Trail Mix to make long-needed 
repairs to trails built over the last decade. Much of the damage to these trails is created by off-
trail riding. Illegal, off-trail riding is destructive to the fragile landscape and the integrity of the 
pathway, but is preventable with some basic education. Trail Mix has been developing an 
outreach strategy to this effect over the past two years, which can be seen as part of a two-
pronged approach along with maintenance to help prevent future damage. 
 
This grant would enable Trail Mix to increase its on-site presence at Moab’s growing number of 
special events and high-volume weekends on the trail system. It would also allow Trail Mix to 
update trailhead kiosks with the new education signage that it has already developed. 
Maintaining the trails and educating visitors is the key to keeping Moab’s outdoor recreation 
both world-class and sustainable. 
 
Once again, the Grand County Council wholly endorses the Recreational Trails Program grant 
application submitted by Trail Mix.  We appreciate your support.

FTA 
provides financial assistance for transportation services planned, designed, and 
carried out to meet the special transportation needs of seniors and individuals with 
disabilities in small urban and rural areas.  UDOT Public Transit administers this 
program. 
Local public bodies eligible to apply as coordinators of services for seniors and 
persons with disabilities are those designated by the state to coordinate human 
service activities in particular area.  As a county agency that provides services for 
the aging population in Moab, we qualify   for the funding.  With this funding, we 
can purchase a van that is ADA accessible.  The grant is an 80% funded by the 
State and the local match is 20%. 
One of the requirements for the grant is a Title VI Plan this is a non-discrimination 
Policy.  The County does not have this policy; using the UDOT Title VI plan 
template Grand County’s information has added.  UDOT has approved it but it 
needs a signature from the Council to get an approval letter from UDOT. 
In November of 2017, a grant was submitted to the year 2021.  It is to purchase an 
ADA accessible van.  The cost of the van is $50,000.00 UDOT would pay for 
$40,000.oo and local matching money would be $10,000.00.  Funding for local 
match if the grant is approved would be needed in the 2021 budget.

1. Policy on Title VI 

Grand County 
The Agency affirms: 

1. Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 prohibits discrimination in federally assisted 
programs. Title VI was amended by the Civil Rights Restoration Act of 1987 (P.L. 100-
259), effective March 22, 1988, which added Section 606, expanding the definition of the 
terms “programs or activities” to include all of the operations of an educational 
institution, governmental entity, or private employer that receives federal funds if any 
one operation receives federal funds.

The Title VI Coordinator will provide assistance as 
needed. 

4. Grand County will take all steps to ensure that no person shall, on the grounds of race, 
color, or national origin, be excluded from participation in, or be denied the benefits of, 
or be subjected to discrimination under any program or activity of the Agency. 

5. The Agency recognizes the need for annual Title VI training for Agency personnel.

2. UDOT Compliance/Monitoring Review and Training 

Grand County agrees to participate in on-site reviews and cooperate with Compliance Staff 
throughout the review process.  

2.1 In conducting on-site reviews, the UDOT PTT Compliance Officer looks for 
the following: 

1. Clearly displayed Title VI posters with the required information (in vehicles and in 
public spaces) 
a. Description of Title VI 
b. Explanation of how to obtain Title VI information 
c. Explanation of how to file a complaint 
d. Available complaint forms 

2. Current file containing complaints 
3. UDOT conducts periodic on-site monitor assessments to determine the subrecipient’s 

compliance with the FTA Title VI regulations. These reviews include service 
measurements, location of transit service and facilities, participation opportunities in the 
transit planning and decision-making processes, and communication needs of persons 
with limited English proficiency (LEP). 

 
Grand County agrees to participate in training that includes Title VI and its requirements. The 
UDOT PTT Compliance Officer presents the following: 
 

1. Introduces Title VI and its requirements for compliance 
a. Provides information regarding outreach opportunities to minority populations and 

demographic information 
2. Provides sample Title VI posters (including required signatures and contact 

information) 
a. Discusses required poster locations 

3. Discusses LEP and provides the sample UDOT LEP tools 
4. Discusses Title VI complaint forms 
5. Provides sample Title VI complaint forms 
6. Discusses the required maintenance of a Title VI file readily available for review 
7. Discusses the reporting requirements and the annual Certification and Assurances 

a. Discusses the required Title VI verification, including a description of lawsuits and 
complaints for the past year 

 
In addition to new subrecipients, training by the UDOT PTT Compliance Officer and UDOT 
Civil Rights staff is also conducted as requested and as changes in the law occur, as needed. 



  
 

Both the Compliance Officer and the Civil Rights staff are also available any time as a technical 
resource for questions or concerns regarding Title VI and its requirements. 

2.2 Certification and Assurance Submission 
Grand County agrees to submit the annual Title VI assurance to UDOT as part of the annual 
Certification and Assurance submission. 

2.3 Title VI Complaint Procedures 
UDOT investigates and tracks Title VI complaints filed with UDOT against subrecipients.  

2.4 Procedure for Investigations, Complaints and Lawsuits  
UDOT has developed and maintains a list of any active investigations conducted by entities 
other than FTA, lawsuits, or complaints naming the recipient and/or subrecipients that allege 
discrimination on the basis of race, color, or national origin. This list includes the date the 
investigation, lawsuit, or complaint was filed; a summary of the allegation(s); the status of the 
investigation, lawsuit, or complaint; and actions taken by the recipient or subrecipient in 
response to the investigation.  



  
 

3. Title VI Complaint Procedure and Investigation Guidelines 

Grand County has developed procedures for investigating and tracking Title VI complaints 
filed against them and has made those procedures for filing a complaint available to the 
public. The Grand County’s complaint procedure is outlined below: 

3.1 Sample Complaint Procedure 
Any person who believes she or he has been discriminated against on the basis of race, color, 
or national origin by Grand County may file a Title VI complaint by completing and 
submitting the Agency’s Title VI Complaint Form. The Grand County investigates 
complaints received no more than 180 calendar days after the alleged incident. The Grand 
County will process complaints that have completed all elements of the complaint form.  
 
Once the complaint is received, Grand County will review it to determine Grand County has 
jurisdiction. The complainant will receive an acknowledgment letter informing her/him 
whether the complaint will be investigated by Grand County.  
 
 Grand County has 10 business days to investigate the complaint. If more information is 
needed to resolve the case, Grand County may contact the complainant. The complainant has 
10 business days from the date of the letter to send requested information to the investigator 
assigned to the case. If the investigator is not contacted by the complainant or does not 
receive the additional information within 10 calendar days, the investigator can 
administratively close the case. A case can also be administratively closed if the complainant 
no longer wishes to pursue the case.  
 
After the investigator reviews the complaint, Grand County will issue one of two letters to 
the complainant:  

1. A closure letter that summarizes the allegations and states there was not a Title VI 
violation and that the case will be closed.  

2. A Letter of Finding (LOF) that summarizes the allegations and the interviews 
regarding the alleged incident, and explains if any disciplinary action, additional 
training of the staff member or other action will occur.  

 
If the complainant wishes to appeal the decision, she/he has 10 calendar days after the date of 
the closure letter or the LOF to do so. If an appeal has been submitted, Grand County will 
forward appeals to the UDOT Civil Rights Title VI Coordinator within 10 days.  
 
When a complaint has been directly filed with another state or federal agency, the Agency is 
to inform the Title VI Coordinator where the complaint has been filed and coordinate any 
action needed by UDOT to resolve the complaint.

3.2 Title VI Informal Complaint Policy  
Title VI complaints may be resolved by informal means. When informal means are utilized, 
the complainant must be informed of their right to file a formal written complaint. Such 
informal attempts and their results will be summarized by Grand County’s identified Title 
VI Coordinator. The coordinator will log the complaint in the required complaint log (see 
Appendix D for a sample). If the complaint cannot be resolved informally, Grand County’s 
identified Title VI Coordinator must inform the complainant of the formal process outlined 
above and instruct the complainant on how to proceed.  

3.3 Title VI Log of Complaints/Lawsuits, etc.  

Grand County will prepare and maintain a list of any alleged discrimination on the basis of 
race, color, or national origin, including any active investigations conducted by entities other 
than FTA, lawsuits, and complaints naming the Agency. The list will include the date that 
the investigation, lawsuit or complaint was filed; a summary of the allegation(s) and date 
resolved. See Appendix D for sample complaint log.   



  
 

4. Title VI Notice to Beneficiaries 

Grand County will provide information to the public regarding Grand County’s obligations 
under FTA’s Title VI regulations and apprise members of the public of the protection against 
discrimination afforded to them by Title VI. At a minimum, Grand County shall disseminate 
this information to the public by posting the notice on its website (if available) and in local 
media. Grand County will document where and when this information is posted.  
 
Grand County will widely distribute its Title VI plan. The Title VI notifications are also 
included with all newly printed or revised agency publications, brochures and pamphlets 
meant for public consumption. The following notice is standard wording for publications, 
brochures, flyers, etc.: 
 

Grand County is committed to compliance with Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 
and all related regulations and relevant guidance. The Agency assures that no person in 
the United States shall, on the grounds of race, color or nation origin, be excluded from 
participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be subjected to discrimination under any 
program or activity receiving federal financial assistance.

5. Title VI Poster Requirements 

Grand County will provide a poster (found in Appendix F) to meet the requirements listed 
below and will provide updates as required. Grand County will also keep a database of the 
location of all Title VI posters and ensure they are clearly posted in the appropriate public 
places. Posters will include the following information:  

• Description of agency Title VI commitment

complaint, contact information, email, and address

6. Public Participation Plan 

Grand County will work with UDOT staff to identify targeted minorities within the service 
area.

UDOT Title VI Complaint Procedure and Investigation Guidelines  

 
A.  SCOPE OF TITLE VI COMPLAINTS 
 
Any person who believes they have been aggrieved by an unlawful discriminatory practice 
under Title VI may individually or through a legally authorized representative make and sign a 
complaint and file the complaint with the UDOT Title VI Compliance Specialist. Allegations 
received do not have to use the key words “complaint,” “civil rights,” “discrimination,” or even 
their near equivalents. It is sufficient if such allegations imply any form of unequal treatment in 
one or more of our programs for it to be considered and processed as an allegation of a 
discriminatory practice. 
 
B.  UDOT TITLE VI PUBLIC NOTICE PROCESS 
 
The Utah Department of Transportation has given assurance for the protection of the general 
public in accordance with Title VI. The UDOT, by a public notice process, affords the general 
public an opportunity to formally complain to the Department with regard to the Department’s 
treatment of Agency activities as they may adversely affect some. Public notices relating to 
UDOT Title VI Complaint Procedures shall be published annually in newspapers having a 
general circulation in the vicinity of proposed projects. As a minimum, such public notice shall 
contain the following: 
 

1. UDOT assurance of compliance with Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 and 
Departmental Policy concerning non-discrimination in all UDOT activities. 

 
2. Public right to file complaints. 
 
3. One hundred eighty (180) calendar day time limit for filing of complaints. 
 
4. Complaint filing procedure. An example of such “UDOT Notice to the Public” is 

included as Appendix D.  
 



  
 

C.  UDOT TITLE VI FORMAL COMPLAINT PROCEDURE 
AUTHORITY 
 
49 CFR 21.11 (b), U.S. DOT’S Title VI Regulations 
 
“Any person who believes himself or any specific class of persons to be subjected to 
discrimination prohibited by this part may by himself or by a representative file with the 
Secretary a written complaint. A complaint must be filed no later than 180 calendar days after 
the date of the alleged discrimination, unless the time for filing is extended by the Secretary.” 
 
This section outlines the Title VI complaint procedures, which will be followed in processing 
and conducting the investigation of complaints alleging discrimination under Title VI of the 
Civil Rights Act of 1964. These procedures define the responsibilities of the Title VI Coordinator 
with respect to investigation and resolution of complaints. 
 
1. Any person who believes they have been aggrieved by an unlawful discriminatory 

practice under Title VI may individually or through a legally authorized representative 
make and sign a complaint and file the complaint with the UDOT Title VI Coordinator. 
Allegations received do not have to use the key words “complaint,” “civil rights,” 
discrimination,” or even their near equivalents. It is sufficient if such allegations imply 
any form of unequal treatment in one or more of our programs for it to be considered 
and processed as an allegation of a discriminatory practice. 

 
2. Within ten (10) calendar days, the Title VI Coordinator will acknowledge receipt of the 

allegation. A notification letter will be sent to the complainant of the action taken or 
proposed action to process the allegation, and advise the complainant of other avenues 
of appeal available to them if they do not agree with the decision.  

 
The notification letter will contain: 

a.  The basis for the complaint. 
b.  A brief statement of the allegations over which UDOT has jurisdiction. 
c. A brief statement of UDOT’s jurisdiction over the recipient to investigate 

the complaint; and 
d.  An indication of when the parties will be contacted. 

 
Depending upon the nature of the complaint, the complainant may go to the following: 

a.  U.S. Department of Justice (USDOJ) 
 



  
 

b. The filing of complaints with FHWA, FTA or FAA must be within the 
appropriate jurisdictional time frame. Each agency must be contacted by 
the complainant for the specific appeal procedure to be followed. 

 
3.  The Title VI Coordinator will review and determine the appropriate action regarding 

every complaint. UDOT will not proceed with or continue a complaint investigation if: 
a.  The complaint is, on its face, without merit. 
b.  If, the same allegations and issues of the complaint have been addressed 

in a recently closed investigation or by previous Federal court decisions. 
c.  The complaint allegation is moot and there are no class allegations; or  
d.  The complainant’s or injured party’s refusal to cooperate (including 

refusal to give permission to disclose his or her identity) has made it 
impossible to investigate further. 

 
4.  The Title VI Coordinator will also notify the appropriate DOT modal agency, i.e. FHWA, 

FAA, or FTA Regional Office of Civil Rights within ten (10) calendar days of receipt of 
the allegations.  

a.  Name, address, and phone number of the Complainant. 
b.  Name(s) and address(es) of persons alleged to have been involved in the 

act. 
c.  Basis of alleged discrimination (i.e., race, color, sex, national origin, 

disability, or age). Federal Transit Title VI discrimination complaints 
covers race, color or national origin. Physical or mental disability is added 
due to the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 and the Americans with Disability 
Act of 1990.  

d.  Date of alleged discriminatory act(s). 
e.  Date complaint was received by the UDOT. 
f.  A brief statement of the complaint. 
g.  Other agencies (state, local or federal with which the complaint has been 

filed). 
h.  An explanation of the actions the Department has taken or proposed to 

resolve the issues raised in the complaint. 
 
5.  Within sixty (60) calendar days, the Title VI Coordinator and appropriate Program 

Designee will conduct and complete an investigation of the allegation, and based upon 
the information obtained, will render their recommendation for action in a report of 
findings to the Director of the UDOT. The report will be completed with the 
coordination and consultation of the Department’s General Counsel. 



  
 

 
6.  The Utah Department of Transportation will establish procedures for promptly 

resolving deficiency status and reducing to writing the remedial action considered 
necessary. All within a period not to exceed sixty (60) calendar days. 

 
7.  A copy of the complaint together with a copy of the UDOT’s report of the investigation 

shall be forwarded to Federal Transit, Regional Civil Rights Officer within (60) calendar 
days of the date the complaint was received by UDOT. 

 
D.  UDOT TITLE VI INFORMAL COMPLAINT POLICY 
 
1.  Title VI complaints may be resolved by informal means. When informal means are 

utilized, the complainant must be informed of their right to file a formal written 
complaint. Such informal attempts and their results will be summarized by the Title VI 
Designee and forwarded to the Title VI Coordinator. 

 
2.  Any complaint received in writing shall be considered to be a formal complaint and 

shall be handled under the formal complaint procedure outlined above. 
 
3.  The Title VI Coordinator will periodically inform the Federal Transit, Regional Civil 

Rights Officer regarding the status of complaints. 
 
4.  When a complaint has been directly filed with another state or Federal agency, the Title 

VI Coordinator is to be informed by the Agency where the complaint has been filed and 
coordinate any action needed by the UDOT to resolve the complaint.

BACKGROUND: 
Intention for Creating the District  
On December 19, 2017, the Council unanimously adopted Resolution No. 
3127, a resolution of intent “to provide a greater level of emergency medical 
services.” 
 
As further background, see attached agenda summary of December 19, 
2017, which includes the local stakeholder group’s recommendation for a 
special service district structure: 

…to provide single-focused oversight of the Department. This would 
allow for a more focused board to oversee and assist the Department 
in creating a sustainable and reliable EMS service to serve the needs 
of the community into the future. 

 
Process of Creating the District 
All State Code requirements as outlined in the December 19, 2017 agenda 
summary (and associated attachment) have been followed to date for 
creating a new special service district. 
 
Additionally, the Administrator has requested both municipalities within 
Grand County to consider adopting an inclusion resolution regarding 
inclusion of their municipal boundaries into the new district boundaries (all 
of Grand County’s geographic area) for EMS services. Moab City adopted 
an inclusion resolution. Castle Valley Town has indicated at a public 
meeting their interest in adopting an inclusion resolution and scheduled a 
public hearing for possible adoption of such a resolution on April 18, 2018.  
 
During the 60-day protest period following the February 3, 2018 public 
hearing, two letters of protest (as well as one letter of support) were 
received and forwarded to Council Members. 
 
Four letters of interest were received on time for four potential board 
appointments to the Administrative Control Board of the proposed district. 
One applicant, however, is not currently a registered voter of Grand County 
and thus, apparently ineligible to be interviewed or appointed unless or until 
such status changes. Letters of interest are attached for those eligible. 
  
Next Steps in Creating the District 

1. Interview applicants for the Administrative Control Board 
First date for interviews of applicants will be held April 17, 2018, with 
May 1, 2018 as a tentative second date if needed. See attached 
applications/letters of interest for eligible applicants:

The county adopted a resolution in 2013 requiring interviews of new 
applicants to any given board (paraphrasing). 
 

2. Appoint Board Members and Council Member to the Administrative 
Control Board 
Board appointments, including Council Member assignment/ 
appointment are tentatively slated for the May 1, 2018 agenda.  
  

3. Adopt Final Resolution 
Resolution No. 3127 states, “Following the hearing, and after the 
deadline to file a protest expires, the Council shall adopt a resolution 
either establishing the District or determining that the district should 
not be established. The resolution may contain any changes the 
Council determines to be equitable and necessary, including 
changes in the boundaries of the District, to assure that the District 
does not contain property that will not be benefitted by the proposed 
District.”  
 
The Final Resolution could be considered and potentially adopted 
by County Council as early as May 1, 2018. The Council may 
instead  wish to have a discussion-only agenda item (without the 
opportunity to adopt the resolution) on the primary elements of the 
final resolution, as outlined below: 
 
 District Boundaries.  The district’s boundaries are set to 

include all areas of unincorporated Grand County, assuming 
Castle Valley Town votes to adopt a resolution on April 18th. 
The Council may wish to reduce the boundaries, but may not 
increase the boundaries identified in the Notice of Intention 
Resolution No. 3127. 

 
 Powers of the Administrative Control Board.  The proposed 

Final Resolution refers to a reference in State Code that the 
Administrative Control Board has the identified powers unless 
otherwise stated in such resolution. The Council may wish to 
discuss whether a County Council member may or shall serve 
on the Administrative Control Board.  

 
 Levying of Taxes.  Language was corrected by Council from 

the original Notice of Intention Resolution as follows.   
The County Council [not the district] may levy a tax on the 
taxable property in the special service district if the levy 
has the prior approval of a majority of the registered 
voters of the special service district voting in an election 
held for that purpose under Title 11, Chapter 14, Local 
Government Bonding Act, in the same manner as for an 
election for the issuance of bonds. 

 
 Bylaws.  The Council may wish to discuss whether to require 

that the Administrative Control Board adopt bylaws. 
 
 Possible Interlocal Agreement. The Council may wish to 

discuss proposed language regarding the district’s 
independence from the county as allowed by State Code and 
the possibility for an interlocal agreement between the county 
and the district for reimbursement for possible use by the 



district of an officer, employee, property, equipment, office, or 
facility of Grand County.  

 

A business plan has been created for the proposed district and 
reviewed and discussed by the local stakeholder group. 

 
 Other.  The Council may wish to discuss changes from the 

Intention Resolution to the Final Resolution that are available 
in State Code and any other available changes or additions to 
the Final Resolution. Examples may include the name of the 
proposed district, purpose, finance, board membership 
composition, status of no-compensation for Board members, 
commencement of operations dates, and/or the dissolution 
process of the district. 

 
4. File Notice of Creation of the District with the Lieutenant Governor’s 

Office 

A letter to the Lieutenant Governor’s office is tentatively slated for 
the May 1, 2018 Council agenda, along with adoption of the Final 
Resolution to include a surveyed map and legal description of 
Grand County’s geographical boundaries (available from 2009). The 
proposed letter states that all requirements have been met for 
creating the district.  

5. Follow up on any requests by the Lieutenant Governor’s Office for the 
certificate of creation of the special service district 

6. Possible judicial review of the creation of the SSD

RECOMMENDATION: 
I move to adopt, pending legal review, the proposed resolution declaring that the 
public health, convenience and necessity require the establishment of the Grand 
County Emergency Medical Services Special Service District, providing for a 
public hearing on the establishment of the District, and providing for notice of said 
hearing, and related matters, including advertising for vacancies for the 
Administrative Control Board; and authorize the Chair to sign all associated 
documents.  
 
BACKGROUND: 
 
Process.  At the end of August 2016, the Grand County Council heard an 
assessment report from SafeTech Solutions about the current state of the 
EMS department, illustrating that “Grand County EMS is not sustainable as 
operating today.” SafeTech made four recommendations, including: 
“Grand County should identify the best and most appropriate ‘home’ for 
Grand County EMS.”  Some of the options included: 

• Remain a County department, 
• Become part of the Canyonlands Health Care Special Service 

District, 
• Become an independent not-for-profit organization, 
• Become part of the Moab Regional Hospital, or 
• Contract for EMS services from an out-of-county vendor.  

 
Further, SafeTech suggested seven implementation steps, the first of which 
was: “Engage the community in planning for a sustainable future.” 
SafeTech recommended forming a local EMS stakeholder group “to review 
and build support for a business plan, funding options, and future ‘home’ for 
EMS.”  
 
In October 2016 this group was formed and has been meeting mostly 
monthly to discuss and review what would be the best “home” for the 
department. Many options were explored and discussed. After reviewing all 
information and looking at financials the group came to the decision to 
recommend that the County establish an EMS special service district to 
provide single-focused oversight of the Department. This would allow for a 
more focused board to oversee and assist the Department in creating a 
sustainable and reliable EMS service to serve the needs of the community 
into the future.   



 
During the October 17th, 2017 Council meeting, the Council heard a 
presentation from the EMS director reporting the above findings. From this 
presentation and following discussion, the Council “head nodded” to move 
forward on the establishment of an EMS district.  To do so, there are several 
documents that need to be prepared and steps to be taken which include the 
following:  
 

o Adopting a resolution, pending legal review, giving notice of intent to 
create the District 

o Conducting a public hearing to notify the property owners within the 
proposed District 

- Hear and consider each interested party desiring to be heard 
- Council shall give full consideration of each written protest 

filed as a result of the public hearing  
- Council may continue the hearing if desired 

o Public notice for vacancies of the Administrative Control Board 
o Resolution creating the District 
o Notice to the Lieutenant Governor Office 

- Provide Lieutenant Governor Office with copy of final 
resolution creating the district 

- Provide Lieutenant Governor Office map prepared by a 
surveyor  

- Certification from the Council that all requirements have been 
met to create the district 

- Lieutenant Governor Office issues a certificate of creation 
upon the special service district being created and 
incorporated 

 
Timeline.  The following is the proposed timeline for establishing the 
proposed district: 
 

o December 19, 2017- Adopt Resolution of Intent 
o December 28, 2017- Public notice period begins for the public hearing 

and vacancies for administrative control board (public hearing 
published for 4 consecutive weeks and notice of vacancy published at 
least one week before submission deadline and in four public places) 

o March 19, 2018- Public hearing on the proposed district (which is no 
less than 5 days and no more than 20 days from the last date of 
public hearing notice) 

o February 6, 2018- Deadline for board vacancies applications 
o April 10, 2018- Deadline for written protests which is 60 days after the 

public hearing counting the day after the public hearing as the first day 
o April 17, 2018 (or any date after the final protest deadline such as if 

the Council wants to conduct a special meeting) to consider the final 
resolution and male board appointments 

o Thereafter submit final resolution materials to the Lieutenant 
Governor Office

Summary: This outlines the steps and notates the applicable state laws surround the creation of an SSD 

 

 Steps: 

1. Pass a resolution declaring the need for a SSD 
2. Publish Notice of Public Hearing and Notice of Vacancy 
3. Hold a public hearing 
4. Protest Period 
5. Adopt a resolution establishing the SSD and appointing Administrative Control 

Board members 
6. File Notice of Creation of the SSD with the Lieutenant Governors office, issuance of 

the certificate of creation for the SSD.  
7. Possible judicial review of the creation of the SSD 

 

 

The Utah Special Service District Act, Utah Code Ann. § 17D-1-203, allows for the creation of a 
Special Service Districts (SSD), by County and Municipal governments. Pursuant to Utah Code 
Ann. § 17D-1-201, the SSD may perform any combination of the following services: 
  As provided in this part, a county or municipality may create a special service district to 
provide any combination of the following services: 
 
 (1) water; 
 (2) sewerage; 
 (3) drainage; 
 (4) flood control; 
 (5) garbage collection and disposal; 
 (6) health care; 
 (7) transportation, including the receipt of federal secure rural school funds    
  under Section 51-9-603 for the purposes of constructing, improving,     
 repairing, or maintaining public roads; 
 (8) recreation; 
 (9) fire protection, including: 
  (a) emergency medical services, ambulance services, and search and    
  rescue services, if fire protection service is also provided; 
  (b) Firewise Communities programs and the development of     
  community wildfire protection plans; and 
  (c) the receipt of federal secure rural school funds as provided under    
  Section 51-9-603 for the purposes of carrying out Firewise Communities    
  programs, developing community wildfire protection plans, and performing    
 emergency services, including firefighting on federal land and other     
 services authorized under this Subsection (9); 
 (10) providing, operating, and maintaining correctional and rehabilitative     
 facilities and programs for municipal, state, and other detainees and     
 prisoners; 
 (11) street lighting; 



 (12) consolidated 911 and emergency dispatch; 
 (13) animal shelter and control; 
 (14) receiving federal mineral lease funds under Title 59, Chapter 21, Mineral Lease Funds,   
 and expending those funds to provide construction and maintenance of public facilities,   
 traditional governmental services, and planning, as a means for mitigating impacts from   
 extractive mineral industries; 
 (15) in a county of the first class, extended police protection; 
 (16) control or abatement of earth movement or a landslide; 
 (17) an energy efficiency upgrade, a renewable energy system, or electric vehicle charging   
 infrastructure as defined in Section 11-42-102, in accordance with Title 11, Chapter 42,   
 Assessment Area Act; or 
 (18) cemetery. 

1. Pass a resolution declaring need for a SSD  
The Council should adopt a Resolution containing the following items: 

a. Description of the boundaries of the SSD; 
b. Description of the services to be provided within the proposed service 

district; and 
c. Designation of a name for the proposed service district. 

 
  17D-1-203. Initiating the process to create a special service district. 
   (1) The process to create a special service district is initiated by: 
   (a) the legislative body of a county or municipality that proposes to create a   
    special service district adopting a resolution that: 
    (i) declares that the public health, convenience, and necessity require the  
     creation of a special service district; 
    (ii) indicates the legislative body's intent to create a special service   
     district; and 
    (iii) complies with the requirements of Subsection (3); or 
   (3) Each resolution under Subsection (1)(a) and petition under Subsection (1)(b) shall: 
   (a) describe the boundaries of the proposed special service district; 
   (b) specify each service that the special service district is proposed to provide; and 
   (c) designate a name for the proposed special service district. 
 
 
 The purpose of, and services provided by the SSD should not overlap with those of other 
 SSDs, local districts, or municipalities, unless those entities have consented by resolution 
 to the creation of the proposed SSD.  
  
  17D-1-202.  Limitations on the creation of a special service district.  
  (1) Subject to Subsection (2), the boundary of a proposed special service district may include   
   all or part of the area within the boundary of the county or municipality that creates the   
   special service district. 
  (2)  
   (a) The boundary of a proposed special service district may not include an area   
    included within the boundary of an existing special service district that provides  
    the same service that the proposed special service district is proposed to   
    provide. 
   (b) The boundary of a proposed special service district may not include an area included  
    within the boundary of an existing local district that provides the same service that the  
    proposed special service district is proposed to provide, unless the local district consents. 



   (c) A proposed special service district may not include land that will not be benefitted by the 
    service that the special service district is proposed to provide, unless the owner of the  
    nonbenefitted land consents to the inclusion. 
   (d) A county may not create a special service district that includes some or all of the area  
    within a municipality unless the legislative body of that municipality adopts a resolution  
    or ordinance consenting to the inclusion. 
  (3) All areas included within a special service district need not be contiguous. 
 

2. Publish Notice of Public Hearing and Notice of Vacancy 
 Notice of the Public Hearing should run in the Moab Times Independent once a week for four 
 successive weeks prior to the public hearing. The Notice of Vacancy should be posted in four 
 (4) public places one month prior to the deadline for applicants to apply for membership on the 
 Administrative Control Board, and the Notice of Vacancy should be published in the Moab 
 Times Independent one week prior to the application deadline. 
 
  17D-1-205.  Notice.  
  (1) Each notice required under Subsection 17D-1-204(1) shall: 
   (a) state that: 
    (i) the legislative body has adopted a resolution stating its intent to   
    create a special service district; or 
    (ii) a petition has been filed proposing the creation of a special service   
    district; 
   (b) describe the boundary of the proposed special service district; 
   (c) generally describe each service that the special service district is proposed to   
   provide; 
   (d) state that taxes may be levied annually upon all taxable property within the   
   proposed special service district; 
   (e) state that fees or charges may be imposed to pay for some or all of the services  
    that the special service district is proposed to provide; 
   (f) explain the process, requirements, and timetable for filing a protest against the  
    creation of the special service district or against a service that the special   
   service district is proposed to provide; 
   (g) designate a date, time, and place for a public hearing on the proposed creation  
    of the special service district; and 
   (h) except as provided in Subsection (2), be published: 
    (i)  
     (A) once a week for four consecutive weeks; 
     (B) not fewer than five days and no more than 20 days before the  
     date of the public hearing required under Subsection 17D-1-  
     204(2); and 
     (C) in a newspaper of general circulation in the county or   
     municipality by which the special service district is proposed   
     to be created; and 
   (ii) in accordance with Section 45-1-101 for 35 days before the date of the public   
   hearing required under Subsection 17D-1-204(2). 
  (2) Notwithstanding Subsection (1)(h)(i), if the proposed special service district is located entirely  
   within a city of the third, fourth, or fifth class or a town that has no newspaper of general  
  circulation in the city or town, the legislative body of the city or town may provide that the notice   
  required under Subsection 17D-1-204(1) be given by posting the notice in at least five public   
  places in the city or town at least 21 days before the public hearing required under Subsection   
  17D-1-204(2). 



  (3) The legislative body of the county or municipality by which the special service district is proposed  
   to be created may include in a notice under this section any other information that the legislative  
   body considers necessary or appropriate. 
 

3. Hold a public hearing 
Grand County must hold a public hearing on the creation of the SSD. This meeting must 
meet the guidelines of notice in the above section.  
 
 17D-1-207.  Public hearing.  
 (1) On the date and at the time and place specified in the notice under Section 17D-1-205, the  
  legislative body of the county or municipality by which the special service district is proposed to be  
  created shall hold a public hearing. 
 (2) At each public hearing under this section, the legislative body shall: 
  (a) give full consideration to each written protest that has been filed; and 
  (b) hear and consider each interested person desiring to be heard. 
 (3) The legislative body may continue the hearing to another date and time. 
 

4. Protest Period 
 Grand County must allow for a 60 day protest period after the public hearing for landowners 
 and registered voters to protest the creation of the local district.  

  17D-1-206.  Protests.  
  (1) An interested person may protest: 
   (a) the creation of a special service district; or 
   (b) a service that the special service district is proposed to provide. 
  (2) Each protest under Subsection (1) shall: 
   (a) be in writing; 
   (b) be submitted: 
    (i) to the legislative body of the county or municipality by which the special  
     service district is proposed to be created; and 
    (ii) no later than 60 days after the public hearing required under Subsection 17D- 
     1-204(2); and 
   (c) explain why the person is protesting. 
  (3) A person who submitted a written protest against the creation of a special service district may  
   withdraw the protest or, having withdrawn a protest, cancel the withdrawal, no later than 60 days 
   after the public hearing required under Subsection 17D-1-204(2). 
  (4) The legislative body of a county or municipality may not adopt a resolution or ordinance creating a 
   special service district if adequate protests are filed with respect to the creation of the special  
   service district. 
  (5) The legislative body of a county or municipality may not adopt a resolution or ordinance   
   authorizing a special service district to provide a service if adequate protests are filed with respect  
   to that service. 

5. Adopt a resolution establishing the SSD and appointing administrative 
control board members.  

 

 After the 60 day protest period ends, the Grand County Council should adopt a   
 resolution approving or abandoning the establishment of the SSD.  



  17D-1-208.  Adoption of a resolution or ordinance approving the creation of a special service district.  
  (1) Subject to the provisions of and as provided in this part, the legislative body of a county or  
   municipality may adopt a resolution or ordinance approving the creation of a special service  
   district. 
  (2)  
   (a) Subject to Subsection (2)(b), a resolution or ordinance adopted by a legislative body  
    under Subsection (1) may contain changes from the proposal as set forth in a resolution  
    under Subsection 17D-1-203(1)(a) or a petition under Subsection 17D-1-203(1)(b),  
    including changes in: 
    (i) the boundary of the special service district; and 
    (ii) the services to be provided by the special service district. 
   (b) The legislative body of a county or municipality may not adopt a resolution or ordinance  
   under Subsection (1) that approves the creation of a special service district with a   
   boundary that includes more area than is included in, or that authorizes the special   
   service district to provide a service not proposed in, a resolution under Subsection 17D-  
   1-203(1)(a) or a petition under Subsection 17D-1-203(1)(b), unless the requirements of   
   Sections 17D-1-205, 17D-1-206, and 17D-1-207 are met with respect to the additional   
   area or service, as the case may be. 
 
  17D-1-301.  Governance of a special service district -- Authority to create and delegate authority to an  
    administrative control board -- Limitations on authority to delegate.  
  (1) Each special service district shall be governed by the legislative body of the county or municipality  
   that creates the special service district, subject to any delegation under this section of a right,  
   power, or authority to an administrative control board. 
  (2) At the time a special service district is created or at any time thereafter, the legislative body of a  
   county or municipality that creates a special service district may, by resolution or ordinance: 
   (a) create an administrative control board for the special service district; 
   (b) subject to Subsection (3), delegate to the administrative control board the exercise of  
    any right, power, or authority that the legislative body possesses with respect to the  
    governance of the special service district; and 
   (c) specify the members of the initial administrative control board by name or other  
    designation that clearly identifies each member of the initial administrative control  
    board. 

6. File Notice of Creation of the SSD with the Lieutenant Governor 
 
  17D-1-209.  Notice and plat to lieutenant governor -- Recording requirements -- Effective date.  
  (1) The legislative body adopting a resolution or ordinance approving the creation of a special service  
   district shall: 
   (a) within 30 days after adopting the resolution or ordinance, file with the lieutenant  
    governor: 
    (i) a copy of a notice of an impending boundary action, as defined in Section 67- 
     1a-6.5, that meets the requirements of Subsection 67-1a-6.5(3); and 
    (ii) a copy of an approved final local entity plat, as defined in Section 67-1a-6.5;  
     and 
   (b) upon the lieutenant governor's issuance of a certificate of incorporation under Section  
    67-1a-6.5, submit to the recorder of the county in which the special service district is  
    located: 
    (i) the original notice of an impending boundary action; 
    (ii) the original certificate of incorporation; 
    (iii) the original approved final local entity plat; and 
    (iv) a certified copy of the resolution or ordinance approving the creation of the  
     special service district. 
  (2)  
   (a) Upon the lieutenant governor's issuance of a certificate of creation under Section 67-1a- 
    6.5, the special service district is created and incorporated. 



   (b)  
    (i) The effective date of a special service district's incorporation for purposes of  
     assessing property within the special service district is governed by Section 59- 
     2-305.5. 
    (ii) Until the documents listed in Subsection (1)(b) are recorded in the office of the  
     recorder of the county in which the property is located: 
     (A) the county, city, or town that created the special service district may  
      not levy or collect a property tax for special service district purposes  
      on property within the special service district; and 
     (B) the special service district may not: 
      (I) levy or collect an assessment on property within the special 
       service district; or 
      (II) charge or collect a fee for service provided to property  
       within the special service district. 
 
 
 

7. Possible judicial review of the creation of the SSD 
 Someone may contest the creation of the SSD in district court.  

  7D-1-212.  Action to challenge the creation of a special service district or a service to be provided.  
  (1) A person may file an action in district court challenging the creation of a special service district or a 
   service that a special service district is proposed to provide if: 
   (a) the person filed a written protest under Section 17D-1-206; 
   (b) the person: 
    (i)  
     (A) is a registered voter within the special service district; and 
     (B) alleges in the action that the procedures used to create the special  
      service district violated applicable law; or 
    (ii)  
     (A) is an owner of property included within the boundary of the special  
      service district; and 
     (B) alleges in the action that: 
      (I) the person's property will not be benefitted by a service  
       that the special service district is proposed to provide; or 
      (II) the procedures used to create the special service district  
       violated applicable law; and 
     (c) the action is filed within 30 days after the date that the legislative  
      body adopts a resolution or ordinance creating the special service  
      district. 
  (2) If an action is not filed within the time specified under Subsection (1), a registered voter or an  
   owner of property located within the special service district may not contest the creation of the  
   special service district or a service that the special service district is proposed to provide.

My name is Jason Taylor, I am a resident of Grand County Utah and I would like to be considered for a 

member position on the newly formed Grand County Emergency Medical Special Service District. 

Up until recently I have been a member of Grand County Emergency Services and have been an EMT 

with them since 2004. As a member of Grand County EMS I have had the opportunity to serve in many 

roles from a Basic EMT to service as a shift Officer in Charge. I feel that that because of my involvement 

I could be an asset to both the Board and the County in making decisions that guide EMS services over 

the next few years. 

In 2016 and 2017 I also sat on a board that tried to find where EMS in Grand County fit into the county 

structure and how EMS could best serve the citizens of Grand County as well as the surrounding areas.

Grand County is known for its iconic red rock landscapes, abundant outdoor recreational opportunities and 
storied evolution as an extraction-turned-tourism community. It is home to Arches and Canyonlands National 
Parks, Deadhorse Point State Park, and the Manti-La Sal National Forest.  The Colorado River flows northeast to 
southwest through Grand County, and the Book Cliffs serve as a northern boundary line.  

Although the County has a full-time population of about 10,000, it hosts more than 3 million visitors from 
around the world each year. Tourism and recreation are the primary economic drivers, accounting for roughly 
60% of all employment. The combination of Moab’s economic structure (low industry mix, limited employment 
opportunities, and stagnant low wages) and housing market dynamics (high external demand, low inventory, 
topographical and tenure constraints, and housing ages) have created an untenable situation for our very low-, 
low-, and moderate-income households. Grand County’s housing crisis is limiting economic development and 
negatively affecting the community fabric (See www.moabhousingplan.com for more information.) Grand 
County needs hundreds of new affordable housing units, and the proposed Wingate Village represents one step 
in the right direction.  

Wingate Village is a two-phase development situated on roughly four acres of land in the southern reaches of 
Grand County. The site location is ideal as it provides easy access to US-191, which serves as the primary and 
fastest transportation route to the Moab commercial business district. Additionally, the residents of the 
proposed site will have immediate access to the Old Spanish Trail Arena (OSTA), the County’s recently 
constructed sports and recreation facilities adjacent to OSTA, and hiking, biking, and equestrian trails in the 
vicinity.   

The first phase of Wingate Village is comprised of 11 detached single family residences. The second phase is 
comprised of 22 attached single family residences in a row-house configuration. CDBG funds requested in this 
2018 application will support only the first phase of development. However, because we endeavor to create a 
cohesive development and minimize costs across both phases, we intend to apply for CDBG funds in 2019 that 
will support the second phase of development by way of a multi-year contract. Further explanation of this plan 
is provided below.  

Grand County is requesting CDBG funds to cover the cost of water, sewer, and drainage improvements 
associated with the first phase of Wingate Village. These costs amount to $90,500, $110,875, and $153,250, 
respectively, bringing the total request to $354,625. In total, infrastructure costs associated with Phase One 
amount to $910,950. The difference between CDBG awarded funds and the total cost of infrastructure 
($556,325) will be paid for through a loan secured by the Rural Community Assistance Corporation (RCAC). 
RCAC’s financing commitment letter is attached for reference.  Individual site improvement and building 
construction costs associated with Phase One amount to $2,530,000 and represent the total building cost for 11 
detached single family residences. In the site plan provided with this application, the 11 residences will be sited 
on Lots 1-10 and Lot 13. Funds for site improvement and building construction have been secured through the 
Housing Authority of Southeastern Utah’s (HASU’s) current USDA Mutual Self-Help 523 Grant. HASU has 
successfully built over 150 homes for families under 80% of Household Area Median Family Income (HAMFI) 
since 1998.  They are currently contracted to build 19 homes under their ninth Mutual Self-Help grant.  
Verification of this Grant Agreement, along with an engineer’s estimate of infrastructure costs and other budget 
items, can be located in the attachments under the budget section of this grant application.

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Although not included in Grand County’s 2018 CDBG request, an additional $215,113 is needed to complete the 
infrastructure improvements associated with Phase Two of Wingate Village. In the site plan provided with this 
application, the 11 residences will be sited on Lots 11 -12, and Lots 14-33. The residences planned for Lots 11-12 
will be ADA compatible. If awarded CDBG funding in 2018, Grand County will begin paying for the infrastructure 
improvements described above and apply for a contract amendment in 2019 to cover the horizontal 
improvements associated with Phase Two. We have two primary objectives for seeking a multi-year contract 
that facilitates the completion of Phase Two infrastructure. First, we aim to complete the entire Wingate Village 
development within a two year period to bring the full 33 units online, including units that require “sweat-
equity” and those that don’t. Not all low-income households in Grand County have the time or possess the 
unique life circumstances that enable participation in the Mutual Self-Help program. Second, by amending the 
2018 contract to include funding for Phase Two infrastructure, the overall development cost for Wingate Village 
will be lower. Constructing remaining portions of the overall infrastructure in one continuous time period 
enables the project to capture operational efficiencies and economies of scale in materials purchasing.  

While Grand County is the CDBG applicant, we will be funding infrastructure associated with a development 
owned, operated, and managed by the Housing Authority of Southeastern Utah (HASU).   Upon receipt of CDBG 
funds, Grand County, HASU, and RCAC will enter into a development agreement that stipulates each entity’s role 
in the development as well as all deed restrictions governing the long-term affordability of the project. Goff 
Engineering has provided site and infrastructure design. The firm’s engineering cost estimates are included in 
this application.  HASU also has over a dozen house plans fitted to the specific lot sizes of Wingate Village.  All 
house plans will meet the budget guidelines outlined in the ‘Budget’ section of this application.  

Wingate Village is intended to serve low and moderate income households with incomes at or below 80% of 
HAMFI as determined by HUD. Wingate Village will be 100% affordable. While HUD has not released 2018 
figures, the 2017 HAMFI was $56,700 per year for a family of four, which actually represents a $7,600 per year 
decrease from the 2016 figure. Families are struggling to make ends meet in Grand County as incomes remain 
stagnant and costs of living increase. The median sales price for all homes in Grand County has increased roughly 
$90,000 over the last three years; it is now roughly $325,000. The collaboration between Grand County, RCAC, 
and HASU in developing the two-phase Wingate Village offers an immediate and much needed response to 
Grand County’s affordable housing pinch. With a comprehensive, ready-to-go financing package, Wingate Village 
will effectively utilize 2018 awarded CDBG funds.  

On behalf of Grand County, RCAC, and HASU, I appreciate your consideration of our 2018 CDBG application in 
the amount of $354,625 to support the horizontal improvements needed to support 11 single family residences 
in Phase 1 of Wingate Village.

As explained in the Executive Summary, Wingate Village is a multi-phased affordable housing development in 
Grand County, Utah.  As is typical in developments of this scope there are multiple funding sources to finance 
the project.  Phase 1 of Wingate Village consists of infrastructure improvements, site development and 
construction of 11 detached single family homes utilizing the Housing Authority of Southeastern Utah’s (HASU’s) 
Mutual Self-Help method.  Families with annual incomes equal to or less than 80% of Household Area Median 
Family Income (HAMFI) provide ‘sweat equity’ in the construction of their homes.  The purpose of this narrative 
is to provide an explanation of the various attachments under the Budget section of Grand County’s 2018 
Wingate Village CDBG application, as well as to provide more background on some sources of financing. 

Attached to the Budget section of this application you will find five attachments described below: 

1. Wingate Village – Single Family Engineer Estimate (.pdf)  

This CDBG application is requesting $354,625 to finance a portion of the Phase 1 infrastructure for Wingate 
Village.  The total infrastructure site development for the project is $910,950.  As described in the Executive 
Summary and highlighted on the engineer’s estimate, this 2018 CDBG application is requesting funds to install 
water, sewer and drainage improvements to support the construction of 11 single family homes only. The 
remaining homes identified in Wingate Village will be constructed at a later phase, potentially with 2019 CDBG 
funds awarded in a multi-year contract amendment.   

2. RCAC Construction Loan – Letter of Intent (.pdf) 

Bridging the gap between the total infrastructure costs for Phase 1 ($910,950) and CDBG funds ($354,625) is a 
loan from the Rural Community Assistance Corporation (RCAC).  HASU has used the RCAC loan fund on multiple 
occasions to finance infrastructure improvements for projects.  This letter represents RCAC’s willingness to 
provide a gap-loan for improvements to Wingate Village.    

3. HASU-MSH G9 Grant Agreement 8-25-17 (.pdf) 

The largest funding source in Phase 1 consists of the lot development and actual construction of the single 
family homes.  HASU is proud to have built over 150 homes utilizing the Self-Help method for almost two 
decades.  This letter represents the funding HASU has secured through USDA-Rural Development to construct 19 
homes over the period of two years running until August 25th, 2019.  HASU intends to build the 11 single family 
homes of Phase 1 in Wingate Village as part of the 19 homes contracted until summer of 2019. 

4. Mutual Self-Help Wait List (.xcl) 

Mutual Self-Help (MSH) works by enabling families (under 80% HAMFI) to construct their own homes utilizing 
the MSH method.  Families secure loans through USDA-Rural Development to finance the acquisition of the land 
and construction of their home.  With the extreme affordable housing shortage facing Grand County HASU is 
able to maintain healthy wait list of potential applicants to the program.  At this time, HASU currently has 18 
families who have been pre-qualified for loan amounts large enough to build in Wingate Village.  Additionally, 
there are many more applicants that continue to work on issues that may have prevented them from qualifying 
initially.  Under the tab ‘Follow-up’ there are as many as 30 additional families that HASU maintains regular 
contact with to work on credit and/or income issues for future builds making sure we have a continuous pipeline 
of applicants for future MSH builds such as Wingate Village. 
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5. Wingate Village Budget Outline(xcl) 

The Budget Outline has three tabs that outline the total development budget, sources and uses and construction 
loan calculator for Phase 1 of Wingate Village.  The first tab labeled ‘Dev Budget’ outlines the total development 
costs for the project.  These are broken down into site Acquisition and Holding Costs which outline the land 
costs (11 single family lots at $70k/lot) and interest associated with the construction financing for 12 months; 
Single Family Home Construction Budget (Typical) outlines a typical hard construction cost for a MSH home 
(note: this can vary slightly based on house plan, site development, etc.); and Infrastructure Development Costs, 
these are taken directly from the Engineers Cost Estimate in Attachment 1.  The total site development for the 
project is budgeted for $3,456,805. 

The next tab outlines the Sources of funding to be used as well as uses associated with the Dev Budget tab.  We 
have identified four sources of funding for Phase 1.  These include the RCAC Construction loan, Mutual Self-Help 
USDA Family Home Loans, CDBG and funding from the developer (HASU) to pay the construction interest 
associated with the gap-loan from RCAC.  We have included Community Funds from the Utah Housing 
Corporation (UHC) at $0 currently but anticipate lowering the amount of loan needed from RCAC if awarded this 
funding. 

The final tab is a Construction Interest Calculator that identifies the amount of construction interest anticipated 
for a 12-month build out period.

3.06.340  Common Procedures for Collecting Additional Fees. 

 
A.  Additional Fees.  If services require more resources than anticipated in the original 

application fee, either by County staff, services rendered by a professional or other third party 
services, the customer shall be responsible to reimburse Grand County for these charges plus 10% of 
the charges to cover administrative costs.   Such fees and charges shall accrue to, and are payable by, 
the entity which receives service, executes an application, enters into a development agreement,  or 
requests the service. 
 

B. Billing Statements.  The County shall bill customers for excess reimbursable fees 
accruing under this section and all other charges on a regular basis within forty-five (45) days of 
services.  The billing by the County shall be in reasonable detail to permit the customer to determine 
the reason for the expenditure, and fees or charges incurred, along with the rate or other basis for the 
charge.  Billings for reimbursable fees are due upon receipt and if the balance due is not paid within 
thirty (30) days of mailing, the customer is delinquent and is in default to the County.    Billing 
statement from the County to the customer shall be deemed correct, accurate, undisputed and due in 
full unless the Clerk Auditor shall receive in writing of a disputed bill in reasonable detail to 
ascertain the exact question or matter in dispute within thirty (30) days of the postmarked date on the 
mailed statement or the date of hand-delivery if the statement is not delivered through the U.S. Mail. 
 

  C. Conference with Customer.  The customer, or their representatives, may informally 
confer with County staff to obtain further information, ask questions, and receive clarification of 
charges included on the billings.  An informal conference may result in changes to the invoice from 
the County to the customer.  If the invoice is corrected or changed, the customer shall pay the 
corrected invoice within fifteen (15) days of receipt of the corrected invoice.   
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 D. Disputed Amount to County Council.  Any disputed amount after the customer has 
conferred with the County Staff may be disputed to the County Council.  The customer shall notify 
the Clerk Auditor again in writing regarding the contested amount.  The Clerk Auditor shall notify 
the Council Administrator to the need to place the issue on the County Council’s agenda.  The 
County Council shall consider the payment dispute in a regularly scheduled County meeting.  Notice 
of the time, date and place of the meeting where the disputed statement will be considered by the 
County Council will be mailed to the customer not less than five (5) days before the date of the 
meeting.  The customer may present any statement or evidence supporting the customer’s position 
with respect to the dispute.  The County Council shall vote on each disputed charge by the customer 
to determine whether or not to reduce or eliminate the disputed charges.  The decision of the County 
Council shall be final.   

 
E. Customers in Default.  Customers must remain in good standing with all amounts due 

and payable to the County paid as such amounts become due.  Customers who are delinquent in 
payment of reimbursable fees and charges to the County shall be deemed to be in default and future 
requests for services shall be delayed until the customer has remedied the default.
